Accepted Styles for Citations

National History Day requires that students use only two styles for their citations and annotated bibliographies: MLA and Turabian. Typically, professional historians use Turabian; however, most middle and high schools teach MLA style. While the style won’t make a difference in judging, the judges will be checking to make sure all your citations are consistent. For help with questions of citations, ask your teacher or librarian for a Turabian or MLA guide.

It is also important that students remain consistent to whichever edition of the style they are using. Student who use the MLA style are allowed to use the MLA 5th edition and any edition coming after it (6th and 7th). However, they must be consistent and only use one edition. 

Changes in MLA’s new 7th edition.

Some of the changes in the new 7th edition of the MLA handbook, published in 2009, are quite different from previous editions, which could cause confusion for students, teachers and judges. A few examples of these changes include: 

• URLs are no longer required for citations of web sources 

• For each citation, it is required to indicate what type of source it is by placing the medium of publication at the end of the citation; “Print,” “Web,” “Film,” “Personal Interview,” etc.
