MARYLAND STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT SHINES AT 
STATE HISTORY DAY COMPETITION
(Baltimore, MD) More than 600 talented middle and high students, along with their proud parents and teachers, converged on the campus of the University of Maryland, Baltimore County on Saturday, April 30, 2011 to compete in the annual statewide Maryland History Day competition.  Additionally, statewide High School History Day Teacher of the Year awards were given on the middle school and high school categories, and on the district level.
Directed by the Maryland Humanities Council (MHC) for the last 12 years, the competition involved over 18,800 students at the school level—the most to date—and represented 17 counties and Baltimore City. Students spend months of research exploring topics that address the National History Day theme and participate in school and county competitions to qualify for the state contest. The 2011 theme is “Debate & Diplomacy: Successes, Failures, Consequences.”

“The concentrated study and effort that students put into their Maryland History Day projects last far beyond the day of the contest,” says Phoebe Stein Davis, Maryland Humanities Council’s Executive Director. “The skills these students gain prepare them for a lifetime of learning and engagement with the past, present, and future.”
Student winners were chosen for both individual and group efforts from five different categories—research papers, museum-type exhibits, performances, web sites, and multimedia documentaries— and will represent Maryland at the Kenneth E. Behring National History Day Contest on June 12-16, 2011 at the University of Maryland College Park. In addition, students received special prizes in various themed categories.
